· Other related duties as necessary and/or directed by the client.

b) Timely and sound economical advice to the IMC

c) Contribute to a draft policy paper clarifying the roles, functions and responsibilities of the IMC for approval by the Commission.

d) Design a relevant training program for the IMC focusing on economical roles and responsibilities of the Commission.
